The institutional interface of Jari Celulose, the Natural Resources
and Territorial Issues Department has under its responsibility
issues related with asset security, mining, cattle raising, the
environment, fire brigades, museums, reception of visitors and
relations with the community and the government. In this last area
of interest, important progress was made in 2004. In addition to
maintaining good relations with the political institutions in the Jari
Valley region, the company increased contacts with the
governments of Parda and Amapé, states on whose borders the

pulp mill is located, and the Ministry of the Environment.

No Vale do Jari, 2004 marcou a continuidade do apoio ao desen-
volvimento das comunidades locais. Técnicos da empresa conti-
nuaram a oferecer a populacdo informagdes sobre a atividade
rural conjugada com o manejo florestal sustentavel certificado, a
fim de transformar a floresta nativa em fonte de producdo e renda

Sem prejuizo para 0 meio ambiente.

Com o propésito de absorver mado-de-obra, a companhia prosse-
guiu em seu bem-sucedido projeto de pecudria — a manutencao
na regido de um rebanho de 10 mil cabegas de bubalinos tem
incentivado a ocupacdo racional e produtiva das propriedades da
empresa, nas areas de varzea do Rio Amazonas. Agdes como essa
fortalecem os lagos comunitarios da Jari, que recebe de volta o
apoio dos moradores ribeirinhos — como em acdes de patrulha-
mento do patriménio fundiario da companhia. O nivel da vigilan-
cia e da seguranca em torno da fabrica e do porto da Jari teve
influéncia direta na conquista da certificagdo do /nternacional

Ship and Port Facilities Security (ISPS).

In the Jari Valley, 2004 was highlighted by continuing support to
the development of the local communities. Company employees
continued to offer the population information about rural activities
combined with certified sustainable forest management, in order
to transform the native forest into a source of production and

income without damaging the environment.

For the purpose of absorbing labor, the company proceeded
with its successtful cattle raising project — maintaining in the
region 10 thousand heads of buffalo has stimulated the
rational and productive occupation of the company's properties,
in the floodplain areas of the River Amazonas. Initiatives such
as these strengthen community ties at Jari, which in return
receives support from the riverside communities — such as
initiatives involving patrolling the company's property assets.
The level of surveillance and security around the Jari mill and
port had a direct influence on obtaining certification under the

International Ship and Port Facilities Security (ISPS).
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
